Be a Michigan resident since 
July 1st of the previous year



To GET A 
Michigan Achievement 
Scholarship, you must

Have a Student Aid Index (SAI) of 
$30,000 or less for the academic year 

2024-25



To GET A 
Michigan Achievement 
Scholarship, you must

Enroll full-time at an eligible Michigan 
institution within 15 months of high 
school graduation or earning a high 

school equivalency certificate.

Memorize your 
social security 
number (SSN)

Ask your parents to create 
their own FSA ID

security number & your 
email address.

You’ll need your social security number and email address to create your FSA ID. It takes about three to five days to get it. You have to have an FSA ID before you can complete your FAFSA. 
Your parents will also need their social security numbers and email addresses when creating their FSA IDs.
